Installing Software and Bluetooth

While the computer is finding the calipers, please press the

Once other Bluetooth devices are off, click OK

Click the Start/Connect button 
 
The Serial Number should be displayed along with the 
battery condition if the Bluetooth connection is 
functioning correctly. 
 

 
 
 
If the battery shows low, it can be recharged by 
plugging the calipers into a USB port. 
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Press the READ button on the calipers and the 
measurement will appear in the window. 
 
To send the measurements to Excel, Word or Access, 
simply open the application, click where the measurements 
are to go and press the READ button. 
 
The next measurement will appear in your desired 
application.
